1964 Coins Minted For Three Years!

While most collectors believe that 1964 was the last year that the United States Mints struck 90% silver coins for
circulation Z 1966 was actually the last year of the 90% silver coinage output for circulation! Specifically, 1964 dated 90%
silver coins were produced from January 1964 through April of 1966! According to Domestic and Foreign Coins
Manufactured by Mints of the United States 1793-1980, published by the Department of the Treasury/Bureau of the Mint:

00 OAIT E A58, Jept. 3, §9§4 authorized the Mint to inscribe the figure 1964 on all coins minted until adequate
supplies were available. Public Law 89-81 repealed that legislation . Coins bearing the year 1964 were produced from Jan.
1964-Apr. 1966n]

The date freeze was initiated by the government as a stratagem to fool the public into believing nobody was hoarding

silver. The theory was if they kept dumping millions of 1964 dated silver coins into circulation long after the date
